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The monthly OCSE/ NCCSD Leadership Conference Call took place on March 16th at 11:00 Am. President Sharon Santilli and Vice President Carol Eaton met with Commissioner Vicki Turetsky, Donna Bonar, Yvette Riddick, Lashawn Scroggins, Joe Bodmer Linda Dimeke, Barbara Iacina  and others from OCSE. The following issues were discussed:

· IRS Reversals- Donna Bonar indicated that the Acting Assistant Secretary contacted the IRS via email to determine the status of the regulation. The IRS acknowledged the email but did not respond. It is their understanding the regulation is still in clearance and they do know that programming is underway. If any more time goes by the 6 month holding period will have expired. So it may not be passed in sufficient time to impact this year. Donna said that articles have been written about programs, such as Turbo Tax, where there is not much authentication done and identity theft is common and on eth rise. The high level officials at OCSE are very concerned about this issue per Vicki.

· NPRM- We discussed the letter sent by Ranking Member of the Senate Committee on Finance Orrin Hatch and Chairman of House Ways and Means David Camp to Secretary Burwell dated 12-22-14, expressing concern that the Administration is overreaching and requesting that the NPRM be withdrawn. Vicki explained that after the last election the majority asked committees to look at all proposed regulations for examples of overreaching. Child Support is only one such regulation where this claim has been made. Vicki was aware of the letter but did not want it to impact our comments so did not discuss it. Our comments unwittingly played a role in a far bigger issue of the “overreaching Administration. Vicki believes that the framework of the letter follows comments made by one association. Sharon pointed out that the letter was issued prior to the date the NCCSD comments were submitted.  Vicki said she gave a briefing to Congress about the NPRM at their request. Congress believes that States do not support the NPRM even though there are differences among states. Congress seems to be suggesting that we can only promulgate rules when legislation is passed which OCSE disagrees with. OCSE has rule making authority. Congress does not want OCSE promulgating rules in the area of medical. Vicki mentioned NCSEA sent a letter supporting passage but did not provide an opinion on whether NCCSD should send a similar letter. OCSE is taking NPRM comments very seriously and trying to address but there is a diversity of opinion among directors. They want to proceed with the rule with consideration to the comments.

· Imputed Income- There was a rather lengthy conversation regarding Vicki’s concerns about how states are defining and implementing imputed income From reading the comments, and listening to the panel at the Policy Forum, she is concerned that income is being imputed without any information or basis in fact, that standard orders are being applied without new hire information or any other facts. She stated that her reading of law review articles indicates the doctrine is supposed to be applied selectively on a case by case basis in cases where the ncp is not cooperative, not willing to work and there is no information available on New Hire or otherwise . It should not be applied as a standard order with no basis in fact as when a computer simply generates it.  In other court cases an attorney must present evidence to obtain an order or judgement. But some states are not doing any of that and simply applying a standard order and shifting the burden to the ncp. Like other types of issues, states define the concept and implement it very differently depending upon whether it is a state judicial or administrative process.  We then discussed various parts of the Conference Agenda where this topic could be added. Sharon indicated that we would discuss it at our next conference planning call and determine where to insert the discussion. We then discussed contempt. Vicki disagrees that the Turner case was just a case about procedures as stated at the Policy Forum, and that the last line of Turner specifically stated the ncp’s ability to pay is an issue to consider. 

·  NCCSD Annual Conference Agenda – We reviewed the agenda and discussed in what session imputed income might be inserted. There were a few possibilities. OCSE suggested more balanced panels with judicial and administrative states. Yvette inquired about where on the agenda there would be a UIFSA discussion. There are two panels where UIFSA  would be discussed.

· Closed Session- There is a 2 hour closed session for IV-D Directors on Wednesday. OCSE will discuss internally what they would like to add to the agenda. The NCCSD executive committee will discuss this as well.
